WHAT YOU 
NEED TO KNOW

MARRIAGE LICENSE REQUIREMENTS

1.	 Bride and Groom must be in the 
country 4 days prior to filing the 
petition of the license. (The day 
of arrival does not count.) This 
requirement can be avoided by 
applying for an express license.

2.	 A fully completed marriage 
license application form 
notarized by a Justice of the 
Peace which we will assist in 
acquiring.

3.	 Photocopy of the front 2 
pages of your passport and 
page showing arrival date 
into Belize.

IF EITHER PARTY HAS WED BEFORE

Final divorce decrees required. Must 
be an original document with the 
court’s stamp or seal and original 
signature. Copies will not be 
accepted.

IF EITHER PARTY IS A WIDOW/

WIDOWER

Must have copy of death certificate 
of previous spouse.

IF EITHER PARTY IS UNDER 18

Parental consent and bloodwork is 
required.

GET TING MARRIED AT K A’ANA

How many guests can attend our 

ceremony?

We can accommodate up to 40 
guests and recommend booking the 
resort exclusively for that number. 
We would put together a customized 
package for your event.

Can we organize a rehearsal 

dinner before the ceremony?

Yes, we have a few options dependng 
on the size of your wedding party 
and your personal preferences.

What is your reservation policy?

Ka’ana requires an advance deposit 
of 50% at the time of booking your 
wedding. Full pre-payment is due no 
later than 60 days prior to arrival. We 
do not offer refunds for cancellations 
made less than 45 days prior to 
arrival.

Will my marriage be official in 

my home country?

Yes.  Once married in Belize, we’ll 
send the Belize marriage certificate 
to you directly in order for you to 
show proof of marriage in the US.
